General terms and conditions

The following are the general terms and conditions for the supplies of Mesh BSS 150, With 1.2 mtrs (Roll length 18 mtrs) stainless steel.
1. Scope of supply: Mesh BSS 150, With 1.2 mtrs ( Roll length 18 mtrs ) stainless steel is to be supplied after approval of samples.
2. Price: The firmed rates quoted for the item shall be on "NOS" basis and Validity of the offer shall be minimum 90 days.
3. Evaluation : Evaluation shall be done on overall basis with total landed cost to BHEL,FSIP, Jagdishpur inclusive of loading, In case vendor do not accept BHEL, FSIP, Jagdishpur payment terms/Delivery Term/ Penalty for delay Clause/Bank Guarantee clause as per enquiry than proper loading shall be done.
4. Inspection for vendors: The inspection shall be done at BHEL. However BHEL reserves the right to make pre-dispatch inspection of material at vendor’s place.
